‘gîl’  
(pronounced ‘gheel’) 

 
“to rejoice, be glad, be joyful, delight; the 

attitude and action of favourable circumstance, 
often expressed in shouts and song” 



‘śāmaḥ’  
(pronounced ‘saw-makh’) 

 
“to rejoice, be glad, delight in;  

exceeding glad” 



‘śimḥâ’  
(pronounced ‘sim-khaw’) 

 
“joy, gladness, delight, mirth; 

 exceeding glad, exceedingly rejoice”
